HEARING OF THE GUESTS:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES the minutes of the April regular meeting were read by Koeta Imhof.  They were 
approved as read.         
 
FINANCIAL REPORT Karen Lee reviewed the April financial report, which indicated a total account balance of 
$371,340.44.  The cash flow statement showed that the total revenues for the month of April were $1,844.83 and 
overall disbursements $23,914.71.  This resulted in overall cash flow of -$22,069.88 for the month.  Next years dues 
collected $88,432.58.  This figure includes an expense reimbursement for this year. The overall cash flow for the year 
of $63,206.83.

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DEPARTMENT REPORTS 
Water:  Gallons used in the month of April - 2,669,761.  This is down from last year in April by 1,052,757 gallon. 
Cross connection surveys went out with newsletter and ballots.   
           
Clubhouse:  Fan switch to be labeled.  It was decided to use name tags instead of purchasing aprons.  To rent 
clubhouse you need to apply 30 days in advance.  Call Mary K at home.  A new cash register was approved for 
purchase.  This will accommodate the use of the punch cards and the old one has seen its day. 
 
Pools:  It will be ready to go by Memorial Day.  It is being filled now and we will try to get it up to temp by using 
solar system.  Propane tanks have been filled. 
Need Permission slips on file for any minor using pools.  This is to be done annually and on file at the clubhouse. 
 
Golf:   Everything coming together.   
 
Covenants: Nothing at this time.
